Activité 1: Vrai ou faux?

This activity works well when you have a text (not literary) that you would like students to read that may or may not be of high interest (!), but which nevertheless you have determined is of value.

Here is how to design the activity with the least amount of work.  Type 10-14 sentences directly from the text in the order they appear.  Call this document “Partenaire A.”  Then, copy the document, changing the name to “Partenaire B.”  Go back and change 4-6 sentences slightly (one word is enough).  These will be the same sentences in both documents.  For example, if the original text says “Les jeunes Français sont les plus grands consommateurs de chaussures en Europe.”,  change the sentence to say “Les jeunes Français sont les plus grands acheteurs de jeans en Europe.” and “Les jeunes Français sont les plus grands acheteurs de tee-shirts en Europe.”  

Then go back and rearrange the sentences in either Partenaire A or Partenaire B.  This forces students to be alert, and also teaches them the skill of scanning.  Once students have marked their sentences true or false, have them go into the original text and change all false answers to true.

This activity is quickly prepared and does not require a great amount of work on the time of the teacher.  Students enjoy it.  Barbara Snyder is the designer of both activities on this sheet.

Activité 2: Loto Laser

Barbara Snyder calls this activity “Fine Line Bingo.”  It is a very effective activity for the following:

· You have a lot of factual information you want students to be exposed to.

· You have a grammar point you want students to practice.

· Your participants are of very different linguistic abilities (for example, Level I and Level V). 

I have copied Barbara’s directions for you on the back and provided you with some examples.  Notice that you can incorporate students’ names, which of course they love. A note of caution: this activity is more time-consuming to prepare.   I work on it over the summer. 
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
